Welcome to Spanish A Level!

The lessons will start in earnest on Monday 8" September. By then you need to do two things: 1)
getting the materials that you need for the course, and 2) complete the summer HW.

As for the materials, this year you will be using a textbook, a vocabulary book and two grammar
booklets (in addition to basic stationery supplies, e.g. a blue and a black pen, highlighters, lined
paper, and an A4 ring binder).

o The textbook is AQA A-level Spanish [includes AS), by José Antonio Garcia Sdnchez et all,

e The vocabulary book is _Palabra por Palabra Sixth Edition: Spanish Vocabulary for AQA A-
level, by by Mike Thacker & Phil Turk (ISBN: 9781510434820);

e The grammar booklets are Spanish A level Grammar Booklet 1, by Denise Currie (ISBN:
9781510416741 and Spanish A level Grammar Booklet 2, by Denise Currie (ISBN:
Q/81510416/96).

o All are widely available and can be purchased either in most academic bookshops or via

online retailers.

This year's Summer Homework consists of three tasks: a franslation task, a vocabulary fask, and o
grammar task. Each of these tasks is set with the explicit intention of giving you a head start on a key

skill for your A Level in Spanish.

The translation task will give you the opportunity to deal with an original text on your own. It is not
expected that you complete the tofality of the task successfully. On the contrary, the task aims to let

you experience first-hand the difficulty of the language beyond GCSE. You can use a dictionary

(www.wordreference.com) - but please do NOT use an online translator as it will invariably hinder
your progress. Instead, when presented with a problem that you cannot yet solve, make a note with

as much detail as possible — we will discuss this in the lesson!

The vocabulary task intends to set you on the path to developing healthy study habits. Learning
vocabulary is of vital importance at A level and it cannot be neglected. The tasks are set in Quizlet.
Remember: it is impossible to tackle post-GCSE topics with only GCSE vocabulary! To complete

tasks at A Level successfully, you need A Level vocabulary - it is really that simple.
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The third task, probably the most taxing in terms of time, is a grammar task. It intends to give you
a frame of reference for some of the most frequently used words in the language, yet often

disregarded: the personal pronouns and the possessive adjectives. As they appear in virtually every

sentence, it is imperative that you understand their use in detail.

It is anticipated that this work will take several sessions — do NOT try to force your way through.
Embrace the challenge, and work with intent!

Subject Pronouns

Pronouns are used in place of nouns, for example, I 'you', 'it', 'them', etc. and fall info two categories:

subject pronouns and object pronouns.

singular subject pronouns plural subject pronouns

tu you (informal singular) vosotros/vosotras you (informal plural)
él he/it ellos they (masculine)
ella she/it ellas they (feminine)
usted you (formal singular) ustedes you (formal plural)

| English, subject pronouns are used with verbs al of the time ('l go,' 'we are watching!, etc.). But often

you don't need to use them in Spanish - the verb form (usually the ending) makes

it clear who is being referred to: voy - | go, van - they go; vigjo - | fravel, viajamos - we travel. Subject

pronouns are generally only used for emphasis or clarity in Spanish.

Usted and ustedes

For 'you', as well as having different forms for singular and plural, Spanish also distinguishes between

formal (polite) and informal use. With people you know well, you use #7 and vosotros/vosotras.

In a more formal situation, you should use wsted (+ 'he/she/it' form of the verb) or usfedes (+ 'they’

form of the verb). Again, the pronouns are sometimes left out.

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Reflexive Pronouns

There is one instance in which you always see pronouns with verbs. Reflexive verbs, which are often
used to talk about daily routines, opinions, emotions and relationships, contain a pronoun before the

verb.

The pronoun is not usually translated into English.

Me levanto a las ocho. | get up at eight.

In the infinitive form, the pronoun comes af the end of the verb.

Suele acostarse a las diez. She usually goes to bed at 10.

Other uses of the reflexive pronoun

Other verbs use reflexive pronouns for shared actions between two or more people. These are plural
forms and mean 'each other'.

Nos conocemos desde hace cinco aios. We have known each other for five years.

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Possessive Adjectives

In Spanish, possessive adjectives (the words for 'my', 'your', 'his', efc.) agree with the noun they
describe. This means that a different form may be used depending on whether the noun is masculine

or feminine and singular or plural.

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Possessive Pronouns

Possessive pronouns are small words such as 'yours', 'hers', 'theirs'. They are used to replace nouns

that show possession: If's my computer. - It's mine.

The pronoun in Spanish agrees in gender and number with the noun that is replacing (not like in

English with the person who is the owner).

Note that you use the same forms for his, hers and theirs.

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Direct Object Pronouns

Direct object pronouns replace nouns that are directly affected by the action of the verb, i.e. they
have the action done directly to them: Maria ate the-eeke it.

Direct object pronouns usually go directly before the verb, and affer a negative word.

You use the direct object pronoun to replace nouns when using verbs with the personal a.

Indirect object pronouns replace nouns that are indirectly affected by the action of het verb, i.e. they

have the action done indirectly to them: Luis gave the cake to Merte her.
Note that in English the word 'to' or 'for' is offen omitted: Luis gave her the cake!

Indirect object pronouns normally answer the question to whom? or for whom?
