A transcription is simply a copy of the artists work, using the same media and 
techniques. You will be choosing two artist and will undertake one transcription for 
each artist, you will also be developing a small written analysis on the two artists. 
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First, you need to choose one pathway: 

Graphic Illustration, Fine Art, or Fashion Textiles. 
Once you've selected your pathway, pick two artists from the provided list who works, 
within that area.

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Once you selected your artists you need to do some research to find an image you wish 
to transcribe. Below I found two images from Egon Schiele, and I’ve selected one that 
I’m going talk about. 

Egon Schiele Self portrait with arm twisting above head 1910 

So, let’s talk about Egon Schiele and this work, in some more detail. This image was 
created in 1910 when Schiele was just 20 years old. If we look at the medium that it’s 
created in, we can see that there is gouache, there’s watercolour, charcoal and pencil 
on paper, so it’s a mixed media artwork. The charcoal and pencil are used to describe 
the rather angular, distorted forms of the human body, bony, skeletal forms in very 
simple, suggestive lines. Gouache and watercolours are used to create these soft hues 
on the skin of the body, to describe the form. 

If we look how Schiele’s compose the model, although this is a self-portrait, notice how 
Schiele has positioned himself. The right arm appears to wrench his head toward the 
viewer, creating a tense, almost grotesque angle. 

The lower mouth and chin are partly obscured behind the left shoulder and that 
shoulder leads the viewer’s eye upward toward the intense, unsettling gaze.

Above I’ve taken Schiele’s face as a detail, but you might choose a 
knee or a leg or a particular hand position and investigate that detail with your 
transcription.
